Fr. Bryan Reports:  

          The Finance Council has eight new members, for a one year term, renewable for five years.  The next meeting with the new members will be in April.

          The Interfaith Council still has an opening for one additional member besides Frank Hogan and Gladys Corvino.  Their meetings are held on the first Saturday of the month.  Sheila Tenaglia’s name was submitted.

          The annual Catholic Appeal will begin two months early this year.  The kick-off weekend is March 2 and 3.  The Appeals video can be seen on cable TV.

          Update on the Renewal Process;  Fr. Bryan received confirmations from enough people to form and serve on the ARISE team.  The first regional meeting will be held on Thursday, February 28 from 7 – 9 PM at Holy Family Parish Center.  This meeting will be run by the ARISE Group.

          Fr. Bryan asked the Council members to read the Pastoral Planning Report from the Spring of 2007 and be ready to discuss it at the next meeting because the Parish Council should be involved  in this process.

          There are five Parish Council members that need to be replaced.  Present members are asked to come up with names by the March meeting.  Also, there will be an appeal placed in the bulletin for people to submit their names.  Fr. Bryan would be happy with a total of 12 – 15 members on the Council.

          Regarding Religious Education and the Youth Ministry:  A new position has been created:  Coordinator of High School Faith Formation which will administer the Confirmation Program and coordinating Youth Ministry in the parish.

There will also be an opening for Director of Religious Education K – 8.  Dan Burns is helping to form a search committee of 5 – 7 people for advertising and interviewing.  This committee will meet March 8 to work out a job description and advertising.  Fr. hopes to start both positions by July1.

Mary Weiner reports:  The Footprints program continues to be a big success.  At the last get-together, a religious slant was added to the traditional games and Leslie MsCarthy stated in a letter to Mary that ‘it made the evening a success.’ The date of the next night is undetermined at this time.

Frank Tenaglia reports:  The Super Bowl Pizzas raised $5,000.00 for ASP, a huge success, and as everyone agreed,  the ASP program is very popular. The bottle drive on February 10 was true team building effort.

Andrea Heinstadt reports:  The effort to get a sign for the front of the church is ongoing.  She will be speaking with some parishioners for added ideas and designs and will report back to the Council.
